Inside, guests will now find the denim dress that Georgian fashion designer Demna Gvasalia created for Ms. Huppert to wear
during the 2025 Cannes Film Festival on display inside the living room. T he Balenciaga clothing accompanies a variety of literary
additions to the space, including The Bell Jar by Sylvia Plath, The Professor of Desire by Philip Roth, Memoirs of a Dutiful

Daug hter by Simone de Beauvoir, The Magic Mountain by Thomas Mann and The Barber of Seville by Pierre-Augustin Caron de
Beaumarchais.

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Throughout the bedroom, visitors will find a selection of new images taken by French photographer ric Guillemain on location
at Mandarin Oriental Lutetia, Paris.
