Swiss watchmaker Tag Heuer is introducing new senior leadership.

Effective May 1, Batrice Goasglas will take over as CEO of the LVMH-owned horology label. She succeeds Antoine Pin, who
resigned from the role in January following 18 months at the helm and 23 years overall within the luxury group.

On the way up
Ms. Goasglas has spent her entire career, nearly 20 years, in the luxury sector.

The executive began at LVMH, signing on as a project manager at beauty retailer Sephora in 2007 before moving on to
marketing leadership roles at beauty group L'Oral and French luxury retailers SMCP and T he Kooples over the following decade.

In 2018, Ms. Goasglas became the vice president of Tag Heuer’s digital and consumer experience, becoming managing director
of APAC before taking on her most recent role as president of the watchmaker’s Americas division.

As CEO, Ms. Goasglas will be tasked with continuing the brand’s “strategy of elevation and innovation,” while also building on its
signature collection and Formula One partnership.
